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Ukraine’s future
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Abstract

This article outlines the history and culture of the National University of Kyiv-Mohyla
Academy (NaUKMA). It sets the context for this special journal issue and culminates in the
phrase “Tempus fugit, Academia sempiterna”; time passes, but the academy is eternal.
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The National University of Kyiv-Mohyla Academy (NaUKMA) is a unique phenomenon in
Ukraine's history and one of the oldest institutions of higher education in Eastern Europe.
Its origins date back to 1615, when a Kyiv noblewoman, Halshka Hulevychivna, donated a
school to the Brotherhood Monastery. A decisive step in the academy’s formation was
taken in 1632 by Metropolitan Petro Mohyla, who united the Brotherhood and Lavra
schools into the Kyiv-Mohyla Collegium. Thanks to his European vision, the institution
introduced a modern humanistic curriculum modeled on leading European universities.

The academy’s cultural and educational role was supported by Hetman Petro
Sahaidachny and the Cossacks. In 1701, the Collegium was granted the status of an
academy—the first universal academy in Eastern Europe—offering philosophy, theology,
natural sciences, mathematics, rhetoric, and foreign languages. Kyiv-Mohyla Academy
became a center of spiritual and cultural development, educating such prominent figures
as Inokentiy Gizel, Theophan Prokopovych, and Hryhoriy Skovoroda, as well as hetmans -
Ivan Mazepa, Pylyp Orlyk, Pavlo Polubotok, and others.

A special architectural highlight of the Academy is the Mazepa Building, constructed with
the support of Hetman Ivan Mazepa in the late 17th century. This building, designed in the
Ukrainian Baroque style, symbolises the connection between statehood, patronage, and
enlightenment. Mazepa was not only a military leader but also a passionate supporter of
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education, culture, and the arts. The building served not only as an academic space but
also as a monument embodying the era of Ukraine’s intellectual revival.

Despite persecution by imperial and later Soviet authorities, the Academy remained a
symbol of Ukrainian identity. It was closed in 1817, but in 1991, it was revived as the
National University of “Kyiv-Mohyla Academy,” becoming a symbol of the new Ukrainian
education system.

The Academy continues to shape Ukraine’s intellectual elite. Among its alumni is Oksana
Markarova, Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of Ukraine to the United
States, who earned a master’s degree in ecology in 1999 and has worked at the World
Bank and the Ministry of Finance. Dmytro Tarabakin, an economist and stock market
expert, has worked his way up from trader to managing director at Dragon Capital since
1996. Taras Lukachuk, a 1997 graduate of the Faculty of Social Sciences and head of the
regional office of Jacobs Douwe Egberts, actively supports the Academy by establishing
awards for professors and serving on the Supervisory Board.

Kyiv-Mohyla Academy is not merely a university—it is a community of values, knowledge,
and action. Its contribution to shaping national consciousness, advancing science, and
training new Ukrainian leaders is unprecedented. As the Honorary President of NaUKMA,
Vyacheslav Bryukhovetsky, noted: “Tempus fugit, Academia sempiterna”.
